Step 3: Configuring the Data
1. Change the Style

a. For Option One choose that the Attribute you want to

display is Draft Round

b. For Option Two scroll down and select Types(Unique
Symbols)



c. The colors of the dots should now have changed so that each draft round is represented by
a different colored dot
d. Click : the button to configure your dots

2. Formatting your Dots
a. Click on each of the Labels for your dots so that they read 1% Round, 2™ Round, 3™ Round,
etc... instead of just 1,2,3, etc...
b. Drag and drop the draft rounds until they are in order by left clicking and holding on
the symbol and arranging them

c. Click on any one of the dots to allow you to Change Symbols
d. For each of the dots change them so they are 14px instead of 8px
e. Once you have completed all that hit the button to accept your changes
f. If everything is set click the button to move on
