a. The next window that comes up will be the Swipe/Spyglass Builder that will help you configure your
swipe map

b. In Swipe Style make sure you are making a Vertical Bar then click Next. If not then just hit the button
that says Select this Layout.

c. InSwipe Type verify that Saint Paul 1885 is selected as the map you will be swiping. You will notice
the other option in this category is Two Web Maps. This will let you compare two different layers to
each other. In the default set you will be comparing your layer against the base map.

d. Inthe App Layout settings click every box except Legend to allow users you search for sites and
addresses in Saint Paul, as well as allowing you to make a Swipe Series that allows you to highlight
areas. Take a second to familiarize yourself with the other options by hovering & your mouse
over the buttons.

e. Inthe Pop-up setup make the heading for the Left Map “Modern Saint Paul”, and the heading for the
Right Map “Saint Paul in 1885"”. Once you are finished click Next to open your map.



Step 3: Editing your Swipe Map
1. Familiarize Yourself
a. Take a minute to familiarize yourself with the Swipe Map. The gray bar in the middle can be
grabbed and moved with your mouse to reveal more, or less of the Saint Paul 1885 layer.
b. The mouse wheel will zoom in and out of the map, or you can use the zoom buttons

2. Changing the Map’s Titles
a. Inthe top left change the map’s title to “Saint Paul Then and Now <Your name>"
b. Make the sub-heading say “The Modern City and how it was in 1885”
c. Forthe default Bookmark on the left side of the screen write in “Saint Paul” where it asks for
Title.
d. Where it asks for Description write in the following instructions “Swipe right and left with the
gray bar to see Saint Paul’s transition since 1885.”

a. Type in the address for Cray Plaza in the search bar in the i L 380 Jackson St, StPaul, Minn €3

top right of the map and hit enter. The map will then :
automatically zoom to the address. You can search for addresses and locations usmg the search
bar.

b. Once the map is centered on Cray plaza click the Add Bookmark + button to add this
map view as a bookmark

c. Inthe location for Title write “Cray Plaza” and in the place for Description write “Location of
Cray Computers and Saint Paul Preparatory School”.

d. Create four more bookmarks for locations around Saint Paul, complete with Titles and
Descriptions.

e. Once finished save your project. It is never a bad idea to save your project as you are going

along.
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Step 4: Sharing your Map
1. Sharing

a. Inthe very top of the editor click | S74%E | the button to share your map

b. Select to share it with members of your organization and click next. It will now be available to
other members of the organization who can now freely view it. You can send members the link
via e-mail, or any other messaging system and they will be able to quickly access the map once
they are logged in. If you share the map publically than the link will allow anyone to view the
map.

2. Viewing

a. Click the button to bring up your map in another window.

b. Take a couple minutes to navigate through your Story Map. Make sure that everything works
and that the bookmarks go to the places you want.

c. Ifyou ever need to change anything click the Switch to Builder Mode T
button in the top right to go back to the editor. Just make sure you ¥ uilder mode
save any changes

d. Congrats you have made a fully functional Swipe Map App!
